	General updates
Planning brief - CE had previously circulated the final draft of the Planning Brief to allow discussion and sign off today. MP suggested a couple of minor wording amendments which JK will alter. JK has received comments from Historic Environment team regarding design and layout, materials to be used in the building which can be elaborated on in the planning application. CE/ML thanked JK and JP for their work on the planning brief which was agreed by the Steering Group.
Cabinet report – first draft of report circulated previously for discussion with financial information redacted. The report to Cabinet will be exempt from the public (confidential), but in the spirit of the positive joint working of this Steering Group, CE considered that input from partners, particularly the Diocese who are joint landowners would only enhance the drafting of the final version. Thanks to DF/LR for pulling the draft together. 
It is proposed to take the report to November’s Cabinet meeting following input/amendments which JH will collate. As it is a Shropshire Council report, the usual process of sharing with Legal and Finance colleagues will be followed. SC’s legal department are aware of the forthcoming report and will request external legal advice for this large project. All Portfolio Holders will need to be briefed too, Mal Price for Planning, David Minnery for Children’s Services and Stuart West for the library implications. Cllr Mal Price will take to informal cabinet for information.

Over the summer, Secretary of State approval to dispose of the Oaklands site has been received. DF talked through the report briefly. A contractual agreement between SC and the Diocese will be needed to decide how to market the site. A meeting will be arranged after external legal advice sought and Cabinet decision made.
Prospects (York House) have now been taken over by a parent company called Liveability which needs changing in the report. CE to contact the Director Mike Howard to appraise him of progress and next steps. 

JK advised that one outline planning application will now be submitted (previously two) following Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) and finance advice. This was welcomed by the Diocese and other Steering Group members.

An ‘in kind CIL contribution’ is advised in order to ensure the funding to build all facilities as proposed.
A Service Level Agreement (SLA) will be drawn up between SC and Bayston Hill Parish Council to take over the running of the library.
Risk assessment paragraph needs to include the change of owners of York House, the scouts/guides relocation and size of green space. It would add value to the report to mention the wider benefits such as a new vicarage and Christ Church opportunities – JP to provide a few words to DF for amending. The Diocese and York House have some access issues to resolve, but this is not needed in the report. Other small wording amendments were discussed and agreed.
JK will check if the ecological survey (Appendix 8) is still current and that the tree preservation orders are correct. JK will also enquire about submitting a full planning application for the community hub and vicarage at the same time as the outline planning.

RP updated on the library consultation that is taking place to reduce opening hours slightly, prior to agreeing an SLA with the Parish Council to run the library. There will be two community drop in sessions in October and an LJC meeting in November. We need to be mindful of timing community events in relation to the Cabinet decision.
